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	The Humanities Program at Saddleback College fosters intellectual growth through examination and evaluation of the themes and issues that link the diverse expressions of the Western mind.  By analyzing the representative achievements of the broad spectrum of philosophy, literature, and the arts, students will gain understanding about the development of the Western consciousness, providing a dynamic environment for analysis of growth for the individual and the community.


	1. Students will demonstrate knowledge of the theme of the Individual in cultural traditions as opposed to, or part of, society.

2.  In a Humanities course, students will be able to identify the context of culture with its many variations, including but not limited to such subsets as religion, culture, art, and/or science.

3.  Students who complete a Humanities  course will be able to reference and examine examples taken from the humanities, (visual art, literature, music, or philosophy) as manifestations of major values and ideas in the development of culture.
	1. Students who successfully complete a Humanities course should be able to demonstrate their understanding of the theme in an expository/analytical essay exam that uses relevant terminology from the course as determined by the rubric designed by each individual instructor.
2.  At the end of the semester, 75% of the successful students will be expected to demonstrate in an expository/analytical essay vocabulary and themes of the course by using these components embedded in an essay response or correctly answer questions embedded in an objective exam. The type of assessment (subjective or objective) will be determined by each instructor. 
3. Successful students (those scoring at least 70%) completing Humanities courses will be expected to demonstrate cultural manifestations by using relevant terminology from the course in an expository/analytical essay, an objective exam, or a criteria referenced assignment as determined by individual faculty members teaching a Humanities course.
	1. One hundred students were assessed at the end of the fall 2006 semester. Eighty-seven showed competence in this area showing (resulting in?) an 87% success rate.  The areas tested used written essay exams for measurement.
In Humanities 3, thirty-one students were assessed using a short essay in this area which resulted in an 84% success rate with  twenty-six successfully demonstrating competence.
2.  Forty-nine out of  fifty-two students were assessed from fall semester 2006 and showed competence in this area for a success rate of 92%.  The areas assessed included using a written essay on the moral authority of the church or an objective exam on the role of Freud in the discussion of nature. Each assessment was devised by individual faculty
In Humanities 3, twenty-three out of thirty students showed competence in this area for a success rate of 77%.  They had an objective exam which matched works of art and music with the artist and composer.

3. Forty-five out of fifty-three students were assessed from fall semester 2006 and demonstrated understanding of cultural manifestations by using relevant terminology from the course.  This is an 85% success rate. The assessment was accomplished by using an evaluation score from a class discussion on European Colonialism in Africa, and an essay question imbedded in the final exam.

In Humanities 3, twenty-seven out of thirty students who were assessed in fall 2006 showed competency in this area.  This area was measured by a research paper on Dante’s influence on culture.  This reflects a 90% competency.
