Expanded Statement of Purpose:

The Honors Program at Saddleback College fosters intellectual growth by providing enriched coursework for those students who have demonstrated or show promise of high academic achievement.  Our program further promotes student success by helping its students transfer to 4-year colleges and universities.  


	
1.  Students completing the Honors Program will find classes to be more challenging and rewarding than their usual college-level courses.

2. Advanced Honors Program students will prepare research or creative work originating in Honors classes for presentation in public forums such as the following:

· Honors Transfer Council of California / UC Irvine Undergraduate Research Conference;

· National Collegiate Honors Council conference
· Western Regional Honors Council conference

· Subject area conferences

· journals, magazines, newsletters, literary magazines, and/or papers and proceedings of conferences
3. Students will take honors courses in disciplines appropriate to successful transfer in their majors.
4. Students will develop a strong portfolio of work, indicating academic progress and accomplishment.
5.  Students will be aware of essential Saddleback College deadlines,  transfer deadlines, Transfer Center services, scholarship opportunities, honors societies and other awards.

1. End-of-year surveys on program components will be distributed in the Spring to honors students in honors classes, and 60% of the students who respond to the survey will indicate that their honors classes overall were more challenging and rewarding than non-Honors courses.   
2. Five Honors Program students, mentored by Honors Program faculty, will prepare and submit proposals or other appropriate materials for publication.
3.  End-of-year surveys on program components will be distributed in the Spring to honors students in honors classes, and 60% of the students who respond to the survey will indicate that the Honors Program assisted them in fulfilling their the major and general education requirements needed to transfer.
4.  Up-to-date student portfolios, including counseling records, academic history, and research work samples, will be created and maintained through the Honors Program Office, in cooperation with the Transfer Center.
5.  Through mandatory orientation meetings, implementation of student portfolios, increased requirements for counseling visits, and revitalization and proper maintenance of the Honors Program website, 60% of honors students will report on end of year survey satisfaction with communication of important honors deadlines and information.
