	1. At the end of the Spring
07 semester, students
completing performance courses (non-GE) in our department will be asked a series of survey questions specific to each class.  Students will rate the quality of each course by indicating whether they disagree or agree with positive statements about the course quality.  Each quality will be rated from 1 (lowest) to 5 (highest) and a class average or score will be generated for each question.  The criterion for success will be an average score of 3 for all questions.

	The self-assessment student survey was given in 9 out of 10 courses of the program.  The total average score was 4.2. 

Below are the scores for each course that the survey was given:

1a.  Hort 7
Intro to Landscape Design:  The average score for this course was 4.8
1b. Hort 29 Ornamental Native Plants:  The average score for this course was 4.2.
1c. Hort 130 Hardscape and Construction Materials:  The average score for this course was 3.8.

1d.  Hort 116:  Irrigation Practices:  The average score for this course was 3.9.

1e.  Hort 106 Landscape CAD:  The average score for this course was 4.2.
1f.  Hort 11 Plant Materials:  Trees and Shrubs:  The average score for this course was 4.0

1g.  Hort 113 Soils and Fertilizers:  The average score for this course was 4.1. 

1h.  Hort 112 Plant Propagation:  The average score for this course was 3.7.

1i.  Hort 208 Beginning Floral Arrangements:  The average score for this course was 4.8.

pleased that the assessment results in each course exceeded the department’s expected outcomes. Students seem to be satisfied with the information they are exposed to in a particular course and the relevance this information has to their career goals. 
The scored surveys were returned to the instructors for their consideration. All results will be shared with every Horticulture instructor at the Fall 2007 in-service and a general meeting will be convened to discuss any needed  improvements or changes in instruction in all courses.
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
