The goal of the sociology program at Saddleback College is to offer a comprehensive introduction to the social science of sociology for students majoring in sociology and those taking sociology to fulfill general education requirements. 	The following method and criteria for success will be used to assess the student learning outcomes:

1) Multiple-choice test questions will be administered at the end of the semester requiring students to respond to  definitions of sociology, goals of sociology, and specific areas sociologists focus on when analyzing particular phenomena.  70% of all students tested should score correctly on each of these questions.
2) Multiple-choice questions imbedded on test will be administered at the end of each semester. 70% of all students tested should score correctly on each of these questions.

3) Multiple-choice questions imbedded on a test at the end of each semester. 70% of all students tested should score correctly on each of these questions.


	1) The results of the multiple-choice post-test indicated that 71% of the sample (N=149) successfully differentiated sociology from the other social sciences.
2) The results of the multiple-choice post-test indicated that 70% of the sample (N=149) successfully explained and applied the major sociological theories to macro and micro-level issues in society.

3) The results of the multiple-choice post-test indicated that 69% of the sample (N=149) successfully identified the social research model and successfully evaluated current sociological research.
	2) Continue providing effective instruction in Sociology 1 and reassess in the future with a pre-test and post-test.
2) Continue providing effective instruction in Sociology 1 and reassess in the future with a pre-test and post-test.

3) Continue working on providing effective instruction on sociological research and improve the pre- and post-test questions on social research.
