	1.  70% of students will demonstrate basic body movement specific to the dance technique given in class.

3.  70% will pass a written exam on dance terminology specific to the method given in class.
	1.  86% of students demonstrated improvement in the dance techniques which were shown in class during a video review.  Students also perfected dance technique as the semester progressed.
2.  80% of the students demonstrated spatial awareness as they performed movement combinations to the class on videotape.
3.  88% of the students correctly answered 70% of the embedded questions on dance terminology exam.
These students also gained an understanding of the methodology taught using dance terminology throughout the semester.

	1. Since students in dance dramatically exceeded expectations, we will retain the same teaching methods and continue to evaluate students’ progress in future classes. 
2. Although students performed better than anticipated in the areas tested, additional instructor assistance will be provided to students with the expectations that their performance will improve even more.
