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Introduction 
 
CurricUNET is where we house course-level SLOs.  Results for SLOs should be input once a year, by the third Friday of September of 
the following academic year.  Once SLOs are input by the initiator, they need to be approved by the initiator, then the Department 
Chair, and then by the EPA Chair.

Modify SLOs is what you do to add or revise SLOs for courses that already have SLOs associated with them.  Therefore, you would 
use this if you want to simply add SLO results and if you want to add entirely new SLOs.  The only time you need to use Create SLOs 
is when a new course has been input into the system. 
 
Create SLOs is what you do when you need to add the first SLO to a course.  You would do this, for example, when a course is 
approved and does not yet have any SLOs associated with it.
