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	To foster both the personal and professional growth and success of our students through the teaching of communication theory and the practical application of skills.


	3.  Students enrolled in Speech 8: Gender Communication will explain how their understanding of a course concept, principle, or theory can increase their behavioral flexibility and competence in gender communication.    
	3.  To perform this task, students will complete the class assignment entitled “Gender Share Paper”.  The instructor will award a passing grade to papers that correctly define, integrate, and apply course concepts to a real life experience.  Success means that at least 70% of the students will receive a passing grade (c or higher) on the paper. 
	3.  There were 22 students enrolled in the class when the paper was due.  Of those enrolled, 16 turned in the assignment.  Of those 16 students, 100% received a “c’ or higher on the “Gender Share Paper”.  If you include all the students “enrolled” then the percentage drops to 72%.   
	3.  The instructor for Speech 8 is pleased that her students scored well on the assignment.  For future slos, the instructor would like to change the language of column II since it focuses on students enrolled.  It would be more accurate to assess students who are enrolled and still actively engaged in the course.
