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	The mission of the Women’s and Gender Studies program at Saddleback College is to provide students with a holistic and comparative knowledge about gender differences and similarities across diverse cultures. We offer an interdisciplinary  curriculum which exposes students to the broad range of disciplines as they relate to the topic of gender and we specifically look at the contributions and unique experiences of women in society.


	1. Students who take the core course in Women’s and Gender Studies (WS 10) will be able to explain the role of patriarchy in defining women’s roles in society by applying this perspective across cultures and historical time periods in shaping women’s lives.
2. Students who take any of the broad array of inter-disciplinary course that make up the WGS program  will be able to explain the specific and unique role of women in that particular discipline along with the interactive effect of that discipline on women in the larger society.
3. Students who complete any of the courses in the WGS program will experience a broadening of their own views along with an awareness of the contributions of women as equal contributors to society.

	1. On an essay quiz given in all sections of WS 10 each spring, 80% of students will score at least 4 out of a possible 5 when discussing this perspective.

2.  In an essay question embedded in the midterms of all WGS interdisciplinary sections each spring, 75% of the students will be able to successfully explain the role of women in the field they are studying as well as the effect of that field or discipline on women in the larger society.

3.  At the end of each semester, a survey questionnaire will be completed by the students in all of the WGS classes, requiring them to explain how their views on women in society have changed. 

75% will indicate that their views have broadened and that they are able to express this change in views to others
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
