IMPORTANT NOTE: The remote control for all Epson video projectors has an ON/OFF switch 
on the upper right-hand side. This switch must be turned ON for the remote to function. 
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1. Pull the projector screen down. 
 
2. Aim the remote at the projector and 
 press the Power button. 

It will take approximately 15 seconds  
for the projector to warm up before 
any light is projected. 
 

3. Once the projector has finished its 
auto-calibration cycle, choose a 
source: 

 
 ! For the computer, 
     press the Comp1 button  
     (or RGB button on some remotes). 
 
 ! For the DVD/VHS player, 
     press the Video button . 
 
4. Please be sure to turn the projector 

off when you are finished using it (the 
bulbs are VERY expensive).  If you 
have trouble turning it off, please call 
the AV dept at extension 4520. 

 
PLEASE NOTE: 

The remote control for the projector you 
are using may not look like the one to the 
right, but the above steps are the same 

for all video projectors on campus. 

TROUBLE TURNING THE PROJECTOR ON? 
 

 

 Try this:  Press and HOLD the Power button on the remote control and aim it toward the  
                scr een.  Now slowly move the remote control back and forth until it turns on. 



 
 
 Computer Instructions 
 
 

1. Press the power button on the front of the computer. 
Note: Check to see if this button is already illuminated before pressing it.  If it is, 
then move the mouse in order to wake the computer from sleep mode. 
 

2. At the login window, enter your username and password. 
 

3. Make sure that the Domain is set to SADDLEBACK (see figure). 
 

4. If you have trouble logging in with your personal username and password, you can 
alternately log in (without internet access) using the following: 

 

User name: av 
Password:  welcome

IMPORTANT: To hear computer audio, the projector must be turned on and the volume 
turned up.  Computer audio does NOT come out of the speaker on the desk.  



 
 
 DVD / VHS Player Instructions 
 
 

1. Press the Power button  to turn the unit on. 
 

2. For VHS playback, insert a VHS tape. 
For DVD playback, press the Open/Close button , insert a DVD, then press the 
Open/Close button  again. 
 

3. If playback does not begin automatically, press the Play button . 
 

4. To manually switch between DVD and VHS mode (i.e. if you are using both a DVD 
and VHS tape), press the DVD/VCR button  to toggle between the two. 
 

5. Make sure the desk speaker is turned on via the switch on the back.  Adjust the 
volume as needed with the controls on the front.
