4. Apply the analytic categories of race, class, and gender to the study of U.S. history.

5. Relate America’s historical past to present-day political, cultural, and social concerns.

CLASS CONDUCT

Getting to the classroom late and/or leaving early will not get you full attendance credit – it is distracting to me, and disrespectful to the other members of the class who are trying to pay attention.  I will be passing out a roll sheet at the beginning and the end of each class meeting – you will lose half of the daily attendance grade if you do not both sign-in and -out.  If your name is not on the roll sheet by the time I leave the classroom, you will not receive any attendance credit.

3. Please listen attentively when someone is addressing the class, and show mutual respect when responding to opposing viewpoints. 

4. Turn off all cellular phones and beepers, or put them in vibration mode.  Phone calls and texting are NOT allowed in class.  Please take off headphones and refrain from using any electronic devices, including laptops and messaging devices, during class  time.

5. Please note: If I find your conduct during class is disruptive to either the rest of the class or to me, I will tell you.  If you continue such behavior, I will ask you to leave, and you will receive a score of "zero" for the day's attendance.

· Review the class material regularly, not just before the due dates – we are covering a large amount of material in History 22, so avoid cramming.  There may be an occasional pop quiz, so you need to be ready.

· Bring your notes and your book to every class meeting.
