4. Update on SM Building

-    Ventilation/duct cleaning update

· Dr. Wright reported that this item is noted on the college Scheduled Maintenance List but is not scheduled to be done this year.
· Dr. Wright noted that he has requested that more maintenance items be scheduled and that funds be requested to cover the expense.
-    Settling of SM Building
· Dr. Wright noted that the SM Building is continuing to settle and said that he will check the doors to SM 105 and SM 123 next week to see if they need to be adjusted again due to the settling.

· Campus Safety Committee
· Dr. Wright reported that there has not been a recent meeting of the Campus Safety Committee.
· Dr. Wright provided an update on Crisis Intervention at Saddleback College and discussed the presentation given by Counselor Maryam Azary at the last Division meeting.
· Disaster Preparedness Committee Update
· Dr. Wright reported on the meeting held on January 25, 2007.
· He noted that in case of an emergency KSBR will broadcast up-to-date information as long as they have power.

· He also noted that the Saddleback web site will post information during an emergency and that Andrew Craven, Campus Traffic Coordinator, is working on the purchase of campus emergency evacuation signage.

· Earl Pagal reported that Saddleback College is working on adding a feature to the telephone system so that the college can broadcast through the phone system in the event of an emergency.
· Dr. Wright announced the Campus Public Safety Response to Weapons of Mass Destruction Training Course scheduled for February 21, 2007 at IVC.

· Earl Pagal reported that the Board Policy Review Committee has not worked on this policy yet.
