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Course Information – PHLB 240 Phlebotomy

The phlebotomy course at Saddleback College focuses on phlebotomy procedures including venipuncture, specimen collection, asepsis technique, isolation procedures and laboratory equipment within a hospital or clinical environment.  It fulfills the specific requirements to take a National Exam following successful completion of the lecture and clinical training portions of the class.
The lecture portion, PHLBC 240 is 16 weeks for a total of 40 lecture hours.  The co requisite, 
CWE 180, is the clinical training portion conducted in a CAP accredited hospital laboratory.  This class can only be registered for after the first night of class and will begin after the 4th week of classes for a period of 12 weeks.  This is scheduled by the instructor around the student’s personal schedule at one of the area hospitals.  Students will be required to obtain 50 successful venipunctures and 10 skin punctures during the 120 hours of clinical training.
The student will need:  liability insurance, healthcare provider CPR, a background check and a physical exam for their time spent in clinical training.  The physical can be done at the Student Health Center on campus.  Additionally, a materials fee of approximately $50 is required at the time of registration.  The text book can be purchased at the college bookstore.  You will need to take care of these requirements within the first six weeks of the program.
Upon successful completion of the course, the student will be eligible to take the National Exam. The test costs approximately $90 at the end of the semester when the exam is given.
Hospitals in the area are always in need of good phlebotomists.  Salaries range from $19,000-$26,000 annually entry level, to $22,000-$31,000 annually with experience depending on the facility and shift worked.
