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Phlebotomy Course Information – PHLB 241 Certification Preparation 
The Phlebotomy Certification Preparation course provides the basic and advance didactic content required for State Certification for phlebotomist drawing blood within the last five years.  It includes anatomy, physiology, infection control, specimen identification, collection equipment, patient preparation, specimen processing, quality, legal issues and interpersonal relations.

This is a State approved didactic course in phlebotomy and laboratory assistant procedures giving student knowledge of venipuncture/skin puncture, specimen collection and handling, universal precautions, laboratory safety and basic medical terminology.  A certificate of completion is awarded upon conclusion of course with grade C or better.  The course fulfills the instructional requirement for a phlebotomist to the National Exam and then applies to the State of California for certification as a Phlebotomy Technician.

Students must obtain written documentation of their venipuncture and skin puncture from their employer to submit with the application for certification with the State of California.
The salary range in Orange, Long Beach, San Diego and Los Angles ranges between $33,000-$39,000 depending on facility and shift worked.
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
