Saddleback College Study Abroad to Oxford Program

Frequently Asked Questions

1. Do I have to be an English major in order to participate?


No, you do not have to be an English major. Other courses in History and Art History are 
offered along with the core English courses. 

2. Will this affect my chances of transferring to the school of my choice?


No. In fact, many of our past study abroad students have transferred to their top choices, 
including UC Berkeley, UCLA, and UC San Diego. 

3. Can I take courses other than those offered through the program?


Since the study abroad to Oxford program takes place during the second half of the semester, 
you are free to take any first 8-week course you like. You will also have access to the internet 
while in England, so you can also enroll in a distance education course if needed.

4. Will these courses count towards Honor’s?


If you have already been accepted into the Honor’s program, then you may request that the 
courses you take be considered towards Honor’s. 

5. How many units do I need to take in order to participate?


You must enroll in 12 units for the spring semester, 6 units for the duration of the study 
abroad program.

6. How many semesters must I have completed in order to be eligible?


Ideally, you will need to have completed one successful semester at Saddleback. You 
should have completed 12 units and achieved a GPA of 2.0 or higher.

7. Do I need to be a student at Saddleback College in order to partake in this program?


Yes, you do need to be enrolled at Saddleback for the spring semester in order to partake in the 
program. However, if you are enrolled at another college for prior semesters and if the program 
has room, we will allow you to apply.

8. Will I be allowed to do my own traveling while we’re over there?


Yes! In fact, we encourage it. One of the great things about the location of Oxford is that 
it is 
only an hour’s drive from Heathrow Airport, and from Heathrow, you are connected to the 
world.

9. Can I continue to travel beyond the length of the program?


As long as you have made arrangements ahead of time, you are allowed to travel beyond the 
duration of the program. 

10. What if I don’t know anyone else in the program?


Often, this is the case for many study abroad students. You will have numerous opportunities to 
interact with the other students before you leave—either through shared classes or pre-
departure get-togethers.
