Length: 600 – 1,000 words. 
Critical Essay: A well-organized essay reflecting an ability to think critically about a literary work. Entries will be judged on the ability to implement standard techniques of critical writing:

Adherence to standard conventions of prose writing.

An in-depth analysis of a theme, character, setting, or techniques used by an author (i.e., symbolism, point of view, tone). Length: 750 – 1,000 words.
