Rules & Guidelines for submitting work

Follow all directions and fill form out completely

For All Work:

· Must be an original unpublished piece

· Must be submitted by a Saddleback student enrolled 2010-2011 (Spring 2010; Summer 2010; Fall 2010; or Spring 2011)
· Must be attached to completed submission form (see reverse)

· One entry per category: Short Story / Personal Essay / Poetry / Photography / Artwork

· Mail or hand deliver to Village 7, Liberal Arts office. Address to Professor Suki Fisher, English Department, BGS 300, Saddleback College, Mission Viejo, CA 92692-3635. Write WALL Magazine in large letters on outside of envelope.

For Written Work:

· Submit 2 copies of written work. Staple each copy separately.

· Must be a typed final draft, Times New Roman 12-point font, (or equivalent). Font should be readable for a scanner (no all-italics or scripted fonts; no poor quality dot-matrix prints). High quality copies are needed for scanning written work.

· Remove name from written work. Use title as header so we can identify your work.

· Written work may be edited by magazine staff for length or house style.

· Short Stories and Personal Essays
· 1700 words maximum ( approx. 5-6 pages)

· For short stories and essays, type must be left justified and double spaced.

· Poetry Submissions

· 32 lines maximum

· For poetry, normal lines of type should be single spaced. Reasonable layout preferences (spacing, centering, etc.) allowed for poetry.

For Artwork:
· Art in a two dimensional form (drawings, prints, photos, etc.) or photos, slides, or digital images of 2-D and 3-D art. Color or black and white. In the previous years, we have had a 16 page special insert for artwork winners, which included both black and white and color entries.

· Names and titles may be applied to backs of photos, artwork, or on disk labels so as to ensure correct labeling.

· Please describe your piece carefully on the application if the title is ambiguous so that we can place your application correctly with your artwork.

· No need to staple or affix application to original art or photos, but place materials in a large envelope or plastic cover to protect contents.

· Please include an appropriately sized self-addressed stamped envelope if you want your artwork returned.

· We are not responsible for lost or damaged artwork.
