New Students 
You are a new student if you have never enrolled 
in classes at either Saddleback College or Irvine 
Valley College. 

Former Students
You are a former student if you have previously 
attended either Saddleback College or Irvine Val-
ley College, but have been away for a semester or 
more. You must have a current application on file 
before you will be given a registration time.

Continuing Students
You are a continuing student if you were enrolled 
in classes at Saddleback College or Irvine Valley 
College during the 2010 Spring Semester or Sum-
mer Session.

Full-Time Students
You are a full time student if you are enrolled in 12 
units or more. 

Part-Time Students
You are a part time student if you are enrolled in 
less than 12 units.

Definitions:

ELIGIBILITY
You may attend Saddleback College if:
•	 You are 18 years of age or a high school graduate 

(or have a High School Equivalency Certificate) or
•	 You are a high school student. (You may attend as 

a special part-time student with permission from 
your high school principal.)  or

•	 You are a K-8 student with special recommendation 
from your school principal and prior approval of 
the instructor.

RESIDENCY
The Office of Admissions and Records determines the 
residency status of all new and returning students for 
the purpose of admission and in/out-of-state tuition. 
Responses to the Application for Admission and, if 
necessary, other evidence furnished by the student are 
used in making the determination as to whether the 
student is a California resident (in-state) or nonresident 
(out-of-state). Both in/out-of-state students may enroll; 
however, there is, a variance in fees.
RESIDENTS (in-state tuition): Those who have resided 
within California for at least one year and one day 
(coupled with intent) before the start of the semester 
and have a valid INS-approved status that allows you 
to establish domicile. It is the student’s responsibility 
to provide evidence to substantiate his or her claim 
for residency.
NONRESIDENTS (out-of-state tuition): Those who have 
resided in the state for less than one year and one day 
before the semester begins or those who are on visas 
which preclude them from establishing domicile.
Note: if you are in the process of applying for Perma-
nent Residency, Refugee, Asylum, or Amnesty, please 
bring your INS receipt and approval letters. If you hold 
a nonimmigrant visa/I-94 please bring it with you.
Due to CA legislation (AB 540) certain nonresidents 
who have graduated from a California high school 
may qualify for an exemption of nonresident tuition. 
Please read the information on Page 91. If you feel 
you qualify for this special exemption, complete the 
California Nonresident Tuition Exemption form on 
that page and submit it to the Office of Admissions 
and Records. 

Residency Reclassification 
The deadline to submit Residency Reclassification for 
enrollment in Fall classes that begin during the first 
half of the semester is August 9, 2010. Please allow 
10 working days for document review and response. 
Requests received after this deadline will be reviewed 
in time for enrollment in second eight-week classes.
If you enroll into classes pending notification of ap-
proval for the qualifying semester, you are responsible 
for the quoted tuition. If you are approved, based on the 
submitted documents, we will refund the nonresident 
tuition that you have paid.

Financial Assistance 
Students at Saddleback College may be eligible for a 
variety of financial aid programs, including federal, 
state and institutional awards.

International Students (F1 Visa)

MILITARY
Members of the armed forces stationed on active 
duty in California are considered in-state for tuition 
purposes.

MATRICULATION: What Does it Mean?
The matriculation process is designed to assist students 
in achieving their educational goals at Saddleback 
College. The process consists of an Orientation, As-
sessment, Advisement and follow-up services.
Orientation provides students with information 
about Saddleback College’s student services and 
special programs.
Assessment may include information regarding the 
student’s English language proficiency, math skills, 
aptitude, goals, career aspirations, academic history, 
or need for special services.
Advisement sessions help students determine their 
educational goal, plan first semester schedule and 
prepare a “Preliminary Student Education Plan.”
Follow-up services monitor student progress. Stu-
dents who may be on probation or disqualification 
are directed to appropriate services and programs for 
assistance. Students who may be having difficulties are 
provided with referral assistance for academic success.

Who Must Participate in the 
Matriculation Process?
1.	 Students with the following educational goals:

•	 Obtain a college degree of Associate or higher.
•	 Improve basic skills in English, reading or math.
•	 Students who are undecided on their educational 

goal.
2.	Transfer students with less than 30 college units 

who have not completed a math and/or English 
composition/reading course.

All students are welcome and encouraged to participate 
in the Matriculation process.

Matriculation Exemption Criteria
You may be exempt from the assessment, orientation 
and/or advisement portion of the matriculation process 
based on the following criteria:
1.	 Students with a college degree of AA/AS or higher.
2.	Students with one of the following educational 

goals:
•	 Earn a vocational certificate without transfer.
•	 Discover/Formulate career interests, plans, goals.
•	 Prepare for a new career (acquire job skills).
•	 Advance in current job/career (update job skills).
•	 Maintain certificate or license.
•	 Complete credits for HS diploma or GED.
•	 4-year college student taking courses to meet 

4-year college requirements.
•	 Educational development (personal growth).

3.	Students who have attended Saddleback or another 
college, and have 30 units or more completed.

MATRICULATION TESTING
Matriculation assessment continues throughout the 
year. You must bring the following to your test session:
	 1. Picture I.D.
	 2. Saddleback or IVC Student I.D. Number
	 3. #2 pencil
Please make sure you arrive a minimum of 15 minutes 
prior to the test start time. Late arrivals will not be 
admitted!

Retest Policy
•	 English: Students may retake the English assess-

ment only after one (1) year has passed since their 
last English assessment at Saddleback College. 
(six (6) months for ESL)

•	 Math: Students are allowed to retake the same 
level test every three (3) months. Students may 
retake a different level test without a waiting 
period.

•	 Reading: Students may repeat the reading test 
every six (6) months for the purpose of meeting the 
AA/AS degree reading competency requirement. 

Student’s Rights
Any student who feels she/he has experienced discrimi-
nation regarding the matriculation process has the right 
to file a grievance. Information may be obtained in 
the Office of the Vice President  for Student Services, 
SSC 107. All students are welcome and encouraged to 
participate in the Matriculation process. We are here 
to help you reach your goals! 

Alternative Matriculation 
Services
You may be eligible for, and referred to alternative 
programs to complete the matriculation process if 
you indicate the following:

•	 English is not your primary language and you 
do not feel proficient enough in English to take 
the regular English Placement Test.

•	 You have a physical, visual or communication 
limitation that might require accommodations 
in an educational setting.

•	 You have extreme difficulty with reading, math, 
spelling or understanding and remembering 
information.

Choosing Pass/No Pass (formerly CR/NC) 
Grading Option
You may choose the Pass/No Pass grading option 
through online registration during the first 30 per-
cent of the class. This option is not available through 
telephone registration. Specific deadlines for choos-
ing the Pass/No Pass option are listed in the online 
Schedule of Classes by clicking on course “Details.” 
Please consult the College Catalog or the Counseling 
office for important information related to this grading 
option. There may be transfer implications to consider. 
This option is not reversible once it has been chosen.

Courses with Prerequisites
A student must meet the prerequisite requirement prior 
to enrolling in the desired course. If the student has 
taken the required prerequisite course at Saddleback, 
the student will automatically be allowed to enroll 
in the sequential course. If a student has not taken 
the course at Saddleback, the student must provide 
evidence of equivalency.

Adding/dropping courses
Fall Courses
Once the session begins…
If the class is open, you may add/enroll in the class 
during in-person or online registration as available, 
through the day prior to the start day of the class.
If the class is full, an Add Permit Code (APC) Form 
obtained from the instructor must be used to 
register online or in person. If registering online 
through MySite, you must add the class and pay 
by credit/debit card before the expiration date 
listed on the form. The APC form may be used at 
in-person registration.

Withdrawal from Courses

In accordance with state regulations, the deadlines 
for grading purposes are as follows:
•	 30 percent of the course based on ticket number 

– Drop without a “W” on your transcript
•	 65 percent of the course based on ticket number 

– Drop with a grade of “W”
Consult the online course schedule for specific course 
deadlines as they may vary.
Remember to drop courses you do not plan to attend 
to avoid receiving a substandard grade.

Financial Aid Recipients
Please note: Total withdrawal prior to November 3 
will result in a return of Federal Financial Aid Funds.

Financial Assistance AND FEES
For students who have applied for financial assistance 
and have permission to register, you should be aware 
of the following conditions. Upon prior approval a 
code will be placed in the registration system and 
your enrollment fees will be waived automatically. You 
will be required to pay the health fee, any lab fees, 
material fees and any optional fees. Fees waived by 
financial assistance will not be included in this total.
If you don’t have a code in the system to waive your 
enrollment fees, you are not prevented from register-
ing. HOWEVER, if you go ahead and enroll in classes, 
you will be required to pay ALL registration fees unless 
you exit the registration system and call the Student 
Financial Assistance & Scholarship Office.
Please note: The health fee is no longer waived through 
the Board of Governors Fee Waiver Program. 

Permits to Register:
Continuing students
Permits to Register are not mailed to continuing stu-
dents, except for students enrolled in only Emeritus 
Institute classes.
Continuing students may view their assigned registra-
tion times by logging into MySite and choosing My 
Information, then choose Appointments.

New/former students:
Once your application has been processed you will 
be issued a Permit to Register. Students applying 
online will receive their permit by e-mail.

Registration 
(Available every day 6 a.m. to 11 p.m.) 
Please note: Saddleback College’s Internet Registra-
tion interface does not work with all browsers. For 
best results use either Internet Explorer, Netscape, 
or Firefox.
Connect to the Saddleback College homepage at 
www.saddleback.edu during the assigned registra-
tion time on your registration permit. Select MySite 
and log in using your student ID number and PIN. 
Select “My Classes” > “Register for Classes” from 
the menu options.
MySite Registration will be available throughout the 
Fall Semester to drop classes or add later-starting 
courses.

Other Important Registration  
Information
Time Conflicts
You may not register for any class that meets at the 
same time as another course you have selected. Even 
if the courses overlap by only five minutes, the system 
will block your enrollment.

Overloads
Students wishing to enroll in more than 19 units may 
file a petition in the Counseling Office beginning the 
first day of classes. Students must have a 3.0 GPA to 
be eligible.

Multiple Enrollments
The system will block you from enrolling in multiple 
ticket numbers of the same course. 

Repeat Policy
•	 Most courses may not be repeated; however, 

students are allowed two recorded attempts to 
alleviate a substandard grade (D, F, NC, NP).

•	 Students receiving an “Incomplete” may not re-
enroll in the course. Assignments specified by the 
instructor must be completed within one year.

•	 Some courses in which skill development may require 
more than one semester may be repeated. These 
courses are designated with an “R” code in the Col-
lege Catalog following the course description.

•	 Students enrolling in a course not identified as 
repeatable or repeating a course more often 
than permissible will be withdrawn from the 
course. Please see the College Catalog for further 
information.

Fee Payment Deadline
• 	 Prior to the start of the semester: 

5 business days after you register
• 	 Once the semester begins, enrollment 

requires immediate payment by credit or 
debit card.

Failure to meet your payment deadline will result in 
cancellation of your registration.

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Prerequisite Information

Prerequisites and Corequisites
Saddleback College is committed to helping students 
select appropriate course levels to provide the greatest 
chance for their academic success. Information relat-
ing to prerequisites, corequisites and recommended 
preparations are printed in bold as part of the course 
description in the catalog. Courses with a required 
prerequisite are indicated with a “LOCK” icon next to 
the ticket number in the schedule of classes.
Students are responsible for meeting or clearing the 
prerequisite, corequisite, recommended preparation , 
or limitation for any course in which they plan to enroll.

Prerequisite (Prereq):
Mastery of a certain body of knowledge is necessary if 
students are to be successful in the target course (the 
course that has the prerequisite). Most commonly, such 
knowledge is measured by successful completion of 
the prerequisite course listed in the class schedule. 
“Successful completion” is defined by a passing grade 
of “A,” “B,” “C” or “CR” in the prerequisite course. 
Grades that are NOT passing are “C-” “D,” “F” or “NC.”

Corequisite (Coreq):
Concurrent (simultaneous) enrollment in a companion 
course is required. The information presented or the 
practice gained in the corequisite course is considered 
necessary for success in the target course.

Recommended Preparation (Rec Prep):
Certain course preparation is advised before students 
enter the target course. These recommendations indi-
cate preparation that is considered advantageous–but 
not essential–to success in the target course.

Limitation:
Limitations on enrollment include auditions, physical 
examinations, and admission to a particular program.

Clearing Prerequisites
All prerequisites, except English and math, need to be 
cleared by the division office. Please take all alternative 
evidence to the division that hosts your desired course.
Students enrolling in a course with a prerequisite will 
be required to do one of the following:

•	 Complete the course(s) at Saddleback College 
or Irvine Valley College with a passing grade 
(A,B,C, or CR). 

•	 Provide transcripts from another college show-
ing that you have completed a course that is 
equivalent to the prerequisite course with a 
passing grade. Transcripts that are older than 5 
years should also include a course description 
from the referring college catalog for the year 
the course was taken.

•	 For math, English, and reading placement only, 
the student must either turn in alternative 
evidence (see Alternative Evidence explanation 
on this page) or complete the Matriculation 
assessment exam. 

•	 The SAT and other standardized exams CANNOT 
be used for English or math placement.

•	 Transcript evaluation can take up to ten business 
days to complete so please submit your request a 
minimum of two weeks prior to your registration 
period. Delays in submitting a college transcript 
evaluation may impact your ability to register 
for target classes.

Alternative Evidence
Students who believe they have acquired the knowl-
edge to meet a prerequisite in an alternative manner 
have the option of submitting the alternative evidence 
to the appropriate division. 
The burden of proof is on the student. Please submit 
all evidence along with the Saddleback College Pre-
requisite Evaluation Form to the appropriate division 
office(s) for review.
English and math alternative evidence is evaluated 
by the Matriculation Office, SSC-225B. Alternative 
evidence to be considered can include:

•	 Other community college placement results.*
•	 College English courses completed with a grade 

of C or better.**
•	 College math courses completed with a grade 

of C or better.**
•	 AP English Language/Composition or English 

Literature/Composition exam scores of 3 or 
higher.

•	 AP Calculus AB or Calculus BC exam scores of 3 
or higher.

* 	 Some placement results from other colleges may 
not be accepted.

** 	Grades of C- are not accepted.
All forms of alternative evidence to be considered must 
be attached to the Saddleback College Prerequisite 
Evaluation Form and submitted to the Matriculation 
Office, SSC-225B a minimum of two weeks prior to 
the student’s registration appointment. Forms are 
available online at: www.saddleback.edu/matriculation 

Appeal
California State laws require the enforcement of pre-
requisites. Students seeking enrollment in designated 
courses must meet enrollment requirements either 
through satisfactory completion of the prerequisite 
OR appropriate placement evaluation. Prerequisites 
may be appealed based on the following grounds:
1. The student has the knowledge or ability to 

succeed in the course despite not meeting the 
prerequisite.

2. The student is able to succeed safely despite the 
prerequisite established to protect health and 
safety standards.

3. The prerequisite or corequisite is not reason-
ably available.

4. The college cannot provide alternatives to the 
course requiring performance standards as a 
prerequisite.

5. The prerequisite is discriminatory or is being 
applied in a discriminatory manner.

6. The prerequisite is not valid because it is not 
necessary for success in the course for which 
it is required.

Appeal Procedure
Students wishing to appeal a prerequisite based on 
one or more of the above criteria must file an Appeal 
Petition in the division office in which the course is 
offered (English appeals are handled in the Matricu-
lation office, SSC 225B). An Appeals Committee will 
review the petition and make a decision within five 
working days. Additional information on prerequisites 
and appeals may be obtained in the Matriculation 
Office, SSC-225B, or online at: www.saddleback.
edu/matriculation

English Composition  
and English as a Second Language 
Appeal Process
Students who receive a recommended placement in a 
basic skills writing or ESL course as a result of the initial 
assessment, and who wish to be considered for higher 
placement in a college level writing course, should 
take the Writing Sample Appeal Exam. Appointments 
must be made at the Matriculation Office, SSC-225B. 
An Appeals Committee will meet and review the Writing 
Sample exam within five working days. If the appeal is 
approved, the student will be allowed to remain in the 
higher level course for which she/he has registered. If 
the appeal is denied, the student will be notified and 
removed from the higher level course. 
Dates and times for the Writing Sample exams are 
available in the Matriculation Office, SSC-225B, or 
online at www.saddleback.edu/matriculation

MATH CHALLENGE Process
Saddleback College has the following articulation 
agreements with our local high schools that may be 
utilized in the Math Challenge Process. Other high 
school articulation agreements exist and may be 
used in the challenge process so please contact the 
Matriculation Office for participating schools. High 
school transcripts can be used as a challenge only 
after the student has completed the math assessment 
in Matriculation or turned in alternative evidence for 
math placement.

•	 Algebra I A/B Transcripts (“C” or higher for 2 
years) for placement into MATH 251.

•	 Algebra I Transcripts (“C” or higher for 1 year) 
for placement into MATH 253.

•	 Algebra II/Geometry Transcripts (“C” or higher 
for 2 years) for placement into MATH 253.

•	 Algebra II/Trig Transcripts (“C” or higher for 
1 year) for placement into a transferable math 
course.

Saddleback Valley Unified:
•	 Algebra I A/B Transcripts (“C” or higher for 2 

years) for placement into MATH 251.
•	 Algebra I Transcripts (“C” or higher for 1 year) 

for placement into MATH 253.
•	 Algebra II Transcripts (“C” or higher for 1 year) 

for placement into a transferable math course.
NOTE: Grades of C- and courses taken in a high school 
summer program are not acceptable.
Students must turn in the High School Math Challenge 
Form and a copy of their high school transcript (not 
report cards) to the Matriculation Office, SSC-225B.

Enrollment Fee for Fall 2010
At the time of publication, the Enrollment Fee is $26 per unit (Example: a 3-unit course is $78) 

Note: All fees are subject to change. Enrollment Fees are set by the California Legislature. 

Financial Assistance For 
Enrollment Fee
The state has set aside funds to help pay the fees for 
special categories of persons who cannot afford these 
fees. In addition, a number of financial assistance 
programs are available for Saddleback College stu-
dents. For more information, come to the Student 
Financial Assistance and Scholarship Office (SFASO) 
in the Student Services Center, Room 106, or phone 
(949) 582-4860.
Note: All students will be responsible for paying the 
fees at the time of registration or showing proof of 
deferral or having a waiver code. Waiver codes are 
entered directly into the registration system by the 
SFASO, upon approval of eligibility. Students must 
apply for a waiver of fees before the registration of 
classes. The Board of Governors Enrollment Fee 
Waiver Application form is available at the SFASO, 
or may be downloaded from www.saddleback.edu/
fao. These waivers are available only to residents of 
California. 

OUT-OF-STATE Tuition
OUT-OF-STATE students are those who have lived 
in California for less than a year before the semester 
begins, or those who hold certain nonimmigrant visas 
which preclude them from establishing California 
residency. It is the student’s responsibility to provide 
acceptable evidence to substantiate their claim for 
in-state tuition.
Out-of-state tuition is $183 per unit plus the enrollment 
fee of $26 per unit. Citizens and residents of a foreign 
country will also pay a $25-per-unit Capital Outlay Fee.

Application Fee
Residents of a foreign country are required to pay an 
application fee of $54. The application fee must be 
paid when the application is filed and is nonrefundable.

Military
Members of the armed forces stationed on active 
duty in California are considered in-state for tuition 
purposes. Spouses and dependents of an armed forces 
member stationed on active duty in California shall 
be entitled to in-state tuition for the duration of the 
student’s enrollment at the California Community 
College. Contact the Office of Admissions and Records 
for further details.

Health Fee
The Health Fee is $17 for the Fall Semester (subject to 
change). This fee is required at the time of registra-
tion by students who enroll in classes held at either 
Saddleback College or Irvine Valley College. It entitles 
students to a variety of health services throughout the 
current semester. Students enrolled in off-campus 
classes need not pay the health fee, but may elect to 
pay this fee on a voluntary basis. 
The law provides the following exemptions from any 
health fee required: 
1.	 Students who depend exclusively upon prayer for 

healing in accordance with the teachings of a bona 
fide religious sect, denomination or organization. 

2.	Students who are attending community college 
under an approved apprenticeship training program. 

Proof of Health Fee exemptions must be submitted at 
the time of registration.

Materials Fee
Students are required to pay any “Materials Fee” as 
stated for each course, where applicable, in the Sched-
ule of Classes. Additional supply fees may be required.

Parking Fees
Parking permits must be displayed when parking at 
any time in a student lot (does not apply to metered 
spaces). The SOCCCD Board of Trustees annually de-
termines the cost of purchasing parking permits and 
the fees charged to park in metered areas.
1. 	Student vehicles:
	 Automobiles - $30.00/Fall Semester
	 Motorcycles - $10.00/Fall Semester
	 $60 Annual Permit: Available for purchase during 

the Fall Semester only. 
2.	Parking Meters: Coin-operated parking meters are 

available in various locations on campus and operate 
at a cost of 50 cents per hour. Parking Permits are 
not valid in metered spaces.

3.	 Daily parking permits may be purchased for $2 at 
the yellow permit dispenser machines located at 
the Medical Center Drive entrance to the campus, 
at the north end of parking lot 10, in parking lot 5A, 
and parking lot 1. See map inside back cover. Daily 
parking permits are for use in student lots only.

Students are reminded NOT TO PARK in any space 
or lots marked for staff, handicapped or medical use 
unless they possess a permit enabling them to do so.

Refunds/Account Credits
Students must officially drop classes through 
online, telephone or in-person registration within 
the established refund deadline dates in order to 
be eligible for a refund of fees paid. There are no 
refunds for classes added or dropped after these 
refund deadline dates. 
IT IS THE STUDENT’S RESPONSIBILITY TO DROP 
CLASSES PRIOR TO THE REFUND DEADLINE DATE 
TO ENSURE A REFUND. After the refund deadline 
date, students who drop classes, or students dropped 
from classes by instructors, or students dropped from 
classes due to nonpayment are NOT entitled to a refund 
of those fees. An exception to this regulation is when 
the college cancels the class. In this instance, fees 
charged for the cancelled class will be refunded.

Dropping classes within the refund deadline dates 
will generate a credit on the student’s account. These 
credits can be kept on the student’s account, or can 
be refunded. Refunds are not automatically sent to 
students. They must be requested by submitting 
a completed refund request form to the Student 
Payment Office. These forms are available in the 
Student Payment Office or online. To access refund 
forms online, go to www.saddleback.edu/spo and 
click on the refund form link.

Money in a student’s account is considered the 
student’s property and is returned only to the stu-
dent. The only exception is when the funds were 
provided by an organization which the college has 
an existing refund return policy with, such as the 
California Department of Rehabilitation.

Refund deadline dates vary for different classes. The 
refund deadline date for each class can be found 
in the Details section of the class schedule on the 
homepage of the college website. Please allow 
two weeks for processing credit card refunds and 
30 days for processing check refunds. Additional 
information on refunds is available on the Student 
Payment Office webpage, which can be found on 
the college website as noted above. Students can 
also call the Student Payment Office at (949) 582-
4870 for additional information.

ASB Stamp fees are non-refundable unless a student 
provides proof that he or she has dropped all classes 
for the semester.

Parking Permit Fee Refund: Parking permit refunds 
will be given ONLY if all on-campus classes are 
dropped during the first two weeks of the Fall and 
Spring Semester or the first week of the Summer 
Session, or if the only class taken is cancelled or its 
hours changed by the college. The parking decal 
MUST be returned to the Campus Police Depart-
ment. Please contact Campus Police about the 
annual parking refund process.

Checks
In accordance with California Civil Code Chapter 522, 
Section 1719, the District has established a processing 
fee for handling insufficient funds (NSF), stop- pay-
ment checks and those which have been refused by 
your bank. The amount of the fee is reviewed and 
approved annually by the Board of Trustees. This 
policy is published in the College Catalog. 
A $20 processing fee will be charged for all returned 
checks.
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How to read the Schedule of Classes

Course Numbering System

1-99 
Courses numbered 1-99 are generally accepted by 
the University of California for transfer credit. Refer 
to the Saddleback College Catalog or ASSIST at www.
assist.org for a list of courses accepted for transfer 
credit by the University of California. See page 90 for 
IGETC information.

1-199 
The California State University system accepts 
Saddleback College courses numbered 1-199 for 
transfer credit. See page 89 for CSU G.E. certification 
information.

200-299 
Courses which are typically intended for certificate and 
associate degree programs or for skill development 
related to both basic skills and employment. Occasion-
ally these courses are accepted for transfer credit by 
four-year institutions. The determination of acceptance 
of these courses will be made by the receiving institu-
tion. Courses in this category are applicable to the 
Associate Degree unless otherwise noted following the 
course description in the Saddleback College Catalog. 
See page 88 for AA/General Education information.

300-399 
Courses which are generally remedial and college pre-
paratory. Courses in this category completed Fall 1988 
and later will not be applicable to associate degrees.

400-499 
Courses which generally provide vocational training 
but are not degree- applicable. Refer to the Saddleback 
College Catalog for additional information regarding 
course numbering and applicability of courses.

GPA calculations are based on degree-applicable courses 
only.

Definitions

Limitation: Limitations on enrollment include audi-
tions, physical examinations, and admission to a 
particular program.

Pass/No Pass*
In lieu of the traditional letter grade, the “P/NP” 
(formerly  Credit/No Credit)option is offered so that 
students may explore subject areas of interest outside 
of their assumed competence or known abilities without 
being over-concerned with a grade or jeopardizing 
their grade point average.
Before deciding to take a course as Pass/No Pass (P/
NP), we suggest you discuss the implications with a 
counselor. Four-year universities vary widely in their 
policies regarding acceptances of P/NP grades.

*Beginning with the Fall 2009 semester, the grading 
option of Credit/No Credit was changed to Pass/No 
Pass. Credit/No Credit grades issued prior to Fall 2009 
will remain as CR or NC on transcripts.
