 	 What are the most popular majors on campus?

	 What is the average class size? Is it difficult to get 
the classes you need for graduation?

 	 What is the average time it takes for a student to
graduate from this campus?

 	 Are the majority of classes taught by professors or 
teaching assistants? Will I work with teaching  
assistants? In what way?

 	 How late is the library open each day? Is it open on 
weekends? Are computers available?

 	 What is the undergraduate and graduate 
enrollment?

ABOUT YOUR MAJOR

 	 What courses do you require for a transfer student 
in my major? What is the GPA requirement for  
my major?

 	 What is the major prep? What general education 
pattern should I follow? Do I need to complete 
either or both?

 	 Is my major impacted? How does that affect me? 
Do I enroll in a pre-major if my major is  
impacted?

 	 Do I need to complete a supplemental application 
for my major? Are there additional requirements—
auditions, letter of recommendation, portfolio, 
related work experience, etc…?

 	 Are there any major-specific selection criteria?

 	 Once I am enrolled in a major, can I change to any 
major on campus?

 	 Can I choose a minor from any majors on campus?

 	 Are there internship opportunities in my major?
	How do I get involved in research work associated 
with this major?

CAMPUS LIFE

 	 What percentage of students live on campus?

 	 Is there guaranteed housing for transfer students?

	 What is the cafeteria food like? What food plan 
options are available?

 	 What is the average rent price for nearby 
apartments? Do you offer help to find off  
campus housing?

 	 How can I find a roommate off campus? 
Ads posted?

 	 Is there a housing office/center on campus?

 	 Is it difficult to find parking on campus? Cost of 
parking permit? Off-campus parking available?

 	 Do you have parking escorts at night?

 	 Is there a shuttle from campus to local community 
business/shopping areas and parking lots?

 	 Do you have a carpool program?

	 What is social life like on campus? What clubs,	
athletic and recreation opportunities are available?

 	 Is there a fitness center on campus?

 	 Are there campus activities on the weekends, or 
do most students leave for the weekend?

 	 Does your campus have a job placement center to 
assist students?

 	 Are there student specific work opportunities 
available on campus?
