Basic Academic Requirements 

ÂNo minimum number of transferable units  

ïIf you have completed fewer than 30 
transferable units, USC will focus primarily on 
your HS record and SAT or ACT scores 

ÁEven if you have less than 30 transferable units, 
your college record is still very important in the 
admission decision process 

ïFocus on the USC transferable courses that 
meet General Ed and Major Prep 

ÁIn general those are numbered 1-99, but check 
the articulation agreement  



Basic Academic Requirements 

ÂYou are expected to have at least an ñA-
/B+ average in all transferable coursework  

ÂYou must complete 2 semesters of English 
Composition (English 1A and English 1B) 
and at least Intermediate Algebra in high 
school or college 

ÂIf transferring as a Junior (64 or more 
units), you MUST declare a major 



Basic Academic Requirements 

ÂThey consider trends in your grades and 
college attendance patterns 

ÂConsistent degree progress and strong 
recent performance are important  

ÂInternational students: Must take the 
TOEFL exam 

ÂAll applicants are required to send HS 
transcripts and proof of graduation

ÂOnly accept applications for Fall 

ÂFall 2012 the Transfer Application 
Deadline for Scholarship and Regular 
Consideration: 

FEBRUARY 1, 2012  
ÂNOTE: Some schools such as the Thorton 

School of Music, School of Cinematic Arts, 
and the School of Theater have earlier 
deadlines 



Dates & Deadlines 

ÂSend transcripts with Fall grades and high 
school transcripts by February 1st 

ÂAll transfer applicants who submit a 
complete application by the deadline will 
be mailed their admission decision or 
request for spring grades by June 1st
