Packets for project requests for BSI are available.  BSI task force has started meeting with feeder schools; they are talking about the process and what are the Saddleback College expectations when students begin at the College.  One observation was that college textbooks are written at a grade 10 to 15 level and students are entering the College with about a 9th grade reading level.  Strategies for teachers to have universal rules such as banning cell phones in the classroom were discussed.  One instructor commented that the communication opportunity that arose out of the BSI luncheon was very helpful and that until that time she was not aware that the 200 level English was included in the program.  Also, various members of the disciplines will be sent to different BSI conferences in the area.  Paired classes (writing class with kinesiology) and learning communities were discussed.  

F/T Faculty Matriculation Coordinator Discussion
The Matriculation Coordinator position went through faculty hiring but did not place in top four which will be hired this year.  Matriculation Coordinator was ranked #7on the priority.  The position was included in the self-study and may come back with a recommendation on staffing.
