This Multi-Criteria is used to determine who will enter the Nursing program. The criteria consist of 100 total points possible. Students with the
highest points will be selected to enter the program. In the event of a tie breaker, candidates will be selected based off the following in order:

1) Completion of relevant Nursing course work- Pharmacology, Lifecycle I, Lifecycle 11, Psychology 1, Communication Studies (formerly
Speech 1 or 5), and Math requirement for AA/AS or higher.
2) GPA of Biology Prerequisites- Anatomy, Microbiology, & Physiology
3) ATITEASSscore
4) Work experience
